Mateo Lopez

Biography

Mateo Lopez (b.1978, Bogota, Colombia) lives and works between Bogota and New York. He studied architecture for two years at the Pontificia Universidad
Javeriana in Bogota before switching to Visual Arts at Bogotd's Universidad de Los Andes.

Lopez's work engages with cartographies, journeys and con-struction processes while grappling with themes of chance, encounter and time. His practice
traces a conceptual ap-proach, expanding from drawings to installations, architec-ture, films and sculptural choreography. Key international solo
exhibitions include Sin Principio / Sin Final Museo de Arte Universidad Nacional, Bogota, Colombia (2018); Undo List, The Drawing Center, New York, USA
(2017); A Weed is a Plant Out of Place, Lismore Castle Arts, Lismore, Ireland (2016) and Deriva at Museo de Arte Contemporaneo de Castillay Ledn, Spain
